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	Conţinutul succint al cursului / Course content:

	The course History of World Literature (English Language) is a compulsory general discipline. It is an introductory course that presents the majors historical and literary periods along with the masterpieces of all times and peoples from its origins to the present. Methodologically, the course focuses on three formulae: a) to know/to get knowledge – through a panoramic presentation of illustrious periods and socio-cultural contexts; b) to understand and to analyze – defining the key concepts and describing the literary and intellectual movements, currents and schools from the studied periods; c) to develop the critical thinking/critical reflection – exploring analytically the representative works and their authors (author-work-reception triad). The structure of the course corresponds to the historical perspective. The subjects of each unit reflect diachronically and synchronously the socio-economic, socio-political backgrounds and the overall chronology, as follows: the Ancient Literature; Medieval Literature; Renaissance; Neo-classicism; Enlightenment; Romanticism; Realism; Naturalism; Symbolism; Modern Literature, Modernism, , Modern Poetry, Theater, Fiction and Non-Fiction; Postmodernism and Literary trends in the second half of the 20th century, Postmodernism: Poetry, Prose, Theater. The course focuses on major issues in the literary history that will help students to understand the evolution of literary and intellectual movements as socio-cultural phenomena.

	Finalităţi de studiu / Course Objectives:

	At the end of the course the student has to acquire the following knowledge, skills and competences: to learn the stages of development of World literature, main literary representatives of different periods and trends; to identify a specific domain of the social and human cognition reflected in a literary work; to place a poet’s or a writer’s work in the circuit of the world values; to differentiate a literary genre of the text, placing a passage of the text in time and space; to develop critical thinking with the help of reading literary works; to use adequate techniques in order to decode semiotic values of a certain message; to learn the stages of development of World literature, main literary representatives of different periods and trends; to enhance cross-cultural awareness while dealing with culture-specific elements.
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
